Children’s faith is best nurtured when they encounter Christ’s love in
all parts of their life: caring churches, loving families, and supportive
children’s and youth programs. Our family- and church-strengthening
approach to children’s discipleship sets World Vision’s work apart from

other Christian organizations.

One of the foundational elements of our approach is the provision

of Bibles, biblically based materials, and Bible training. Particularly in
societies impacted by conflict, poverty, and oppression, Scripture is vital
to support people’s spiritual well-being and equip them to make godly
choices—but a Bible is often seen as an impossible luxury. We work with
local churches, Christian partner organizations, and schools to provide
